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The Annual Report of the National Foundation for 2019, 
which is before you, was drafted during a two-month 
lockdown caused by the pandemic of the coronavirus 
COVID-19, in March 2020. Under those circumstances of 
“physical distancing”, isolation and working remotely, the 
writing of this editorial for the previous year seems unreal 
and quite nostalgic. The world we had known was put to a 
“halt” in early 2020 due to the pandemic that was spreading 
through an increasing number of countries. 

The annual report on the work of the National Foundation 
for Civil Society Development in 2019 marks a step forward 
in the way and form of presenting the numerous activities 
and valuable results achieved in the previous year in the 
area of providing support to civil society development in the 
Republic of Croatia. 

The year 2019 was marked by celebrating the 16th 
anniversary of the National Foundation’s activities, when we 
summarised the results, analysed the challenges and the 
responses to them, but also the lovely moments when we 
and our associates from civil society organisations, state 
administration bodies and units of local and regional self-
government felt satisfaction with the contribution by which 
we, however little, still managed to influence social change 
and civil society development in our country. 

The greatest stride in 2019 was made by organising a large 
visionary conference titled Civil Society 2013: RH-EU_ 
Mediterranean, which took place from 23 to 25 October 2019 
in Šibenik, and included 311 representatives of civil society 
organisations. It was an opportunity for training, networking 
and a structured dialogue on the vision of the civil society 
in 2030 in Croatia, on the European Union level and in the 
Euro-Mediterranean.

The year 2019 was marked by the Euro-Mediterranean and 
the preparation of MED FORUM 2020 that was to take place 
in April 2020 in Šibenik. In the context of preparations 
for the Forum, the National Foundation also organised 
two conferences in Primošten and Zadar, with over 250 
participants from 22 countries of the Euro-Mediterranean. 

What a YEAR it was!

There were also numerous achievements throughout 
2019: from the continuity of financing institutional grants 
through two 4 specialised sub-calls, the development of the 
publication “Active Citizens’ Contribution” as a collection of 
recommendations from the gatherings of representatives 
of civil initiatives and activists brought together on the 
occasion of the 15th anniversary of the National Foundation’s 
activities, establishment of a robust and important 
cooperation with the US Embassy in the Republic of Croatia 
on the organisation of training within the Academy for 
Philanthropy, organisation of 60 workshops in 5 cities on 14 
different topics of importance to civil society development, 
with 718 participants, to the further improvement of 
digitalisation of the overall procedure of approving financial 
grants to civil society organisations through the National 
Foundation’s computer programmes Potpora_Plus and 
the platform www.financijskepodrske.hr, through which in 
2019 we received 1956 electronic applications for different 
calls by which activities of civil society organisations are 
financed from public sources. 

In addition to all the challenges and new opportunities, 2019 
was also a year of measurable indicators of change and the 
impact we had achieved through the work and activities 
of 300 civil society organisations which allowed for the 
employment of a total of 628 persons and over 15,500 
volunteers with approximately 591,000 hours of volunteering 
engagement, with multiple effects on the improvement of 
the quality of life of the citizens of our country, increase 
in the level of social capital, promotion and protection of 
human rights, preservation of the environment, sustainable 
development, inclusion of excluded groups into the society 
in various ways, building of the society’s democratic 
institutions, development of social entrepreneurship, 
alleviation of poverty and re-recognition of the value of 
empathy and solidarity among people.  

I believe that in reading the 2019 Annual Report of the 
National Foundation which is before you, you will obtain all 
the necessary information on the support provided by the 
National Foundation in the area of civil society development 
in the Republic of Croatia and its results.

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In 2019, the Management Board of the National Foundation 
for Civil Society Development, in its 4th iteration, was at the 
half-mark of its mandate and in that context deliberated 
on the importance and role of the National Foundation in 
further supporting civil society development in the Republic 
of Croatia. 

The Annual Report of the National Foundation for Civil 
Development for 2019 provides an overview of the results 
achieved in its two key roles: as a supporter of civil society 
through its own programmes and financial forms of support, 
and as Intermediate Body Level 2 in the structure of 
managing the European Structural and Investment Funds in 
the Republic of Croatia. 

We are satisfied with the successfully implemented 
activities of the National Foundation as Intermediate Body 
Level 2 within the ESF Operational Programme “Efficient 
Human Resources”, given the implemented calls and 
contracted projects financed by ESF grants. It should 
be noted that the National Foundation is not in charge of 
publishing calls within ESF because this has been entrusted 
to Intermediate Bodies Level 1 (ministries and offices of 
the Croatian Government), however its role in monitoring 
the implementation of contracted projects is extremely 
important for the monitoring and certification of invested 
funds towards the European Commission. 

THE ROLE OF THE NATIONAL FOUNDATION

As Intermediate Body Level 2, the National Foundation for 
Civil Society Development places great importance on the 
professionalism and efficiency of implementing the tasks 
entrusted to it within the Operational Programme “Efficient 
Human Resources”, and in doing so lays special emphasis 
on the work and communication with the beneficiaries of 
ESF grants as important factors of legitimate and timely 
utilisation of funds which are at the disposal of the Republic 
of Croatia within the Programme. 

The greatest stride in 2019 was made by the Decision of 
the National Foundation’s Management Board of 19 July on 
the establishment of an ESIF institution for the training of 
adults on European Structural and Investment Funds and 
EU programmes with the aim of investing into the education 
for the acquisition of the necessary knowledge and skills 
among civil and local servants involved in the management, 
monitoring and implementation of ESI funds in the Republic 
of Croatia.  

I wish you a pleasant read of this Annual Report of the 
National Foundation for the previous year, and I hope that 
the period that will ensue after the COVID-10 pandemic ends 
will be an opportunity to build a better and more inclusive 
society in which the synergy of organised civil society, 
the public and profit sector will provide for further socio-
economic development of our country.

ABOUT THE NATIONAL FOUNDATION

The National Foundation for Civil Society Development was 
founded by the Republic of Croatia under a lex specialis, 
the Act on the National Foundation for Civil Society 
Development, adopted by the Croatian Parliament on 16 
October 2003, as a public foundation with the main purpose 
of promoting and supporting civil society development in the 
Republic of Croatia. The Foundation was registered on 24 
November 2003 with the aim of providing professional and 
financial support to programmes promoting sustainability 
of the non-profit sector, cross-sector cooperation, 
civic initiatives, philanthropy and volunteering, and to 
programmes enhancing democratic institutions of the 
society.

According to the European and global classification, the 
National Foundation is a mixed public foundation engaging 
in grant-giving activities (Grant Giving Foundations), and in 
the operative part in activities in cooperation with other 
organisations (Operative Foundations).

The National Foundation is the leading public institution 
for cooperation, networking and financing of civil society 
organisations in the Republic of Croatia, which has held 
since 2006 the internationally recognised certificate HRN 
ISO9001:2008 for the management of the grant award 
system. 

Through systematic investments in human potentials 
and developed internal communication, the National 
Foundation has built a competent team of creative, capable 
and motivated employees with whom it responsibly and 
transparently achieves the given objectives. 

Adapting to the needs of development in Croatia and 
in Europe, the National Foundation conducts research 
and transfers the knowledge and information needed for 
the development of active citizenship and cross-sector 
cooperation. 

By sound management of the foundation’s assets and 
revenue from public sources of the Republic of Croatia and 
the European Union, as well as other revenue, the National 
Foundation develops and finances programmes for social 
development and civil society development in the Republic 
of Croatia.

the implementation of approved grants and electronic 
reporting by grant beneficiaries through a new module 
which enables beneficiary access through the platform 
www.financijskepodrske.hr, which implies direct entry of 
all the relevant data related to the activity and costs of 
implementation of approved grants; 

• On 19 July 2019, the National Foundation’s Management 
Board rendered the decision on the establishment of 
an ESIF institution for the training of adults in European 
Structural and Investment Funds and EU programmes 
with the aim of investing into education for the acquisition 
of the necessary knowledge and skills of state and local 
servants involved in the management, monitoring and 
implementation of ESI funds in the Republic of Croatia. 

Efficient performance of the EU programme

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From 23 to 25 October 2019 in Šibenik (Solaris Convention 
Centre), the National Foundation for Civil Society Development 
organised a conference titled “Civil Society 2030: RH-
EU_Mediterranean”, attended by 311 representatives of civil 
society organisations which are beneficiaries of some form 
of the National Foundation’s financial support (institutional 
grant, programme cooperation, initial programme 
cooperation and development cooperation through Centres 
of Knowledge for Civil Society Development in Croatia). 

The aim of the Conference was to establish a foundation for 
further development of the civil society in the new decade 
– until 2030, in the Republic of Croatia, at the European 
Union level and in the Euro-Mediterranean, given that the 
challenges faced by practically all the countries in Europe 
and in the international community impose on the organised 
civil society a need to rethink the vision of further social (and 
economic) development and new models of cross-sector 
cooperation which will provide for a holistic approach to the 
sustainability of everything ranging from local communities 
to planet Earth. 

CONTRIBUTION OF THE NATIONAL FOUNDATION

Through training, networking and structured dialogue in the conference “Civil 
Society 2030: RH-EU_Mediterranean”

The conference was divided into four basic programme 
units: 

1. Training on efficient operation and activities of civil 
society organisations – workshop on the topic of “Civil 
society organisations and public procurement procedures 
and prevention of potential conflicts of interest in view of 
the Public Procurement Act” was moderated by Mr. Ante 
Loboja from the Ministry of Economy, Entrepreneurship and 
Crafts, and the workshop titled “Social impact of civil society 
organisations in the digital era” by Mr. Colin Habberton from 
the organisation Relativ.

2. Vision for civil society in 2030 – discussion on the strategic 
framework for civil society development moderated by the 
Office for Cooperation with NGOs. 

3. New forms of support to social development on the level 
of Croatia and the EU – the role of the National Foundation 
in providing further support and funding for civil society 
development from national and EU sources of financing with 
representatives of CSOs was discussed by Cvjetana Plavša-
Matić, director of the National Foundation, Marija Boltek, 
deputy director for development programmes, and Luka 
Bogdan, deputy director for EU programmes. 

4. Networking of participants by programme areas of 
activity – between official events and workshop, participants 
were able to discuss and network by thematic units: 
democratisation, youth, local development and innovation, 
but also by other topics depending on the interest in 
networking and potential further cooperation in programme 
activities and/or joint applications for calls from national or 
EU sources of financing. 

CONTRIBUTION OF THE NATIONAL FOUNDATION
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To the improvement of beneficiaries’ capacities through grant implementation 
monitoring 
In 2019, the National Foundation carried out 84 programme 
and financial pre-evaluations in CSOs from the entire 
territory of Croatia which through their activities contribute 
to democratisation and social development, and which 
were shortlisted for the approval of institutional grants in 4 
calls published for the award of institutional grants in 2019.  
In addition, 5 pre-evaluations were repeated in 5 CSOs for 
which grants had been approved in the calls published in 
August 2018, due to minor shortcomings the elimination of 
which was a condition for the approval of the institutional 
grant and disbursement of funds (after which 1 institutional 
grant was discontinued by the decision of the National 
Foundation’s Management Board due to the shortcomings 
not eliminated by the CSO within the stipulated period). 

During the implementation of approved multi-annual 
institutional grants, the National Foundation conducts 
programme and financial evaluation of contracted grants 
implementation, and based on the results of the conducted 
evaluation, among other, bases are established for the 
extension or continuation of institutional grants financing 

in the next year. There were 63 such evaluations carried 
out (of institutional grants, development cooperation in the 
area of Centres of Knowledge for Civil Society Development 
and initial programme cooperation) which showed that the 
majority of CSOs had no difficulties in their work in terms of 
implementing the activities established in the strategic and 
operational plan, and of transparency of their operations, 
including the financial part of the implementation of 
approved grants.  

In order to familiarise the beneficiaries of approved 
institutional grants with the method of grant implementation 
and efficient reporting, a workshop was held in January in 
Zagreb, for the beneficiaries of 79 grants approved in 4 calls 
published in August 2018 (for which grant implementation 
commenced in January 2019). 

During 2019, there were also several visits to the events 
organised by CSOs, foundations and schools – beneficiaries 
of various forms of financial support by the National 
Foundation.

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TRANSPARENCY AND CRITERIA 

TRANSPARENCY AND CRITERIA

Grants of the National Foundation for Civil Society 
Development are awarded through public calls in accordance 
with the annual calendar of publication of calls for proposals 
and calls for expression of interest in cooperation published 
in December of the current year for the following year, 
available on the National Foundation’s website and publicly 
presented on Info Days. The National Foundation’s grant 
allocation plan and calendar of publication of calls in 2019 
was adopted at the Management Board session held on 10 
December 2018.

All of the calls have specified objectives to be achieved 
through them and complete tender documentation with 
the application criteria published. In addition to the tender 
documentation, also published is the evaluation form for 
the applicants to know on the basis of which criteria all the 
applications are evaluated.     

The applications that meet the basic stipulated criteria of 
the call are referred to evaluation by independent evaluation 
bodies the members of which evaluate applications 
independently through the computer programme Potpora_

Plus, which generates all the results of the evaluation and 
then ranks them by quality and by the score achieved. The 
best quality applications are approved for grant funding and 
conclusion of a financing agreement, followed by monitoring 
of the efficiency of their implementation. 

A specific feature of the call for the allocation of 
institutional grants to CSO stabilisation and/or development 
is that it is carried out in two parts. In the first part of the 
call, all interested CSOs meeting the stipulated (technical) 
conditions can apply for institutional grants by 17 September 
2019. The second part of the call commences with 
shortlisting CSOs in each institutional grant category, which 
shortlist includes those CSOs that have been assessed with 
the highest score, after which the National Foundation’s 
professional staff evaluates the programme activities and 
financial operations of the CSOs. Taking into consideration 
this evaluation, the final assessment and ranking of 
applications are carried out, after which the decision 
is made on grant approval, the financing agreement is 
concluded and implementation efficiency is monitored over 
a three-year period.

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SOCIAL CAPITAL IN THE COMMUNITY 
Based on the call from October 2018 for grants to projects 
for the development of social capital, during 2019 a total 
of 14 projects were implemented in 11 counties, while 2 
projects are in their final stage of implementation. The 
implemented projects contributed to the development 
of CSOs active on the local and county level, through 
designed activities and programmes for community 

development; increase of the level of social capital in the 
local community where the supported CSO’s activities are 
carried out; development of active citizenship and finding 
of a model to solve problems in the local community; 
strengthening of local potentials and cross-sector 
cooperation to reduce social exclusion and poverty, and 
sustainable development of the local community.

Impact on social capital in the communities 

BROD-POSAVINA COUNTY 

The implementation of the project in Staro Petrovo 
Selo promoted active participation and social inclusion, 
in particular of vulnerable groups and those having 
unfavourable positions in the society (among a total of 140 
activities, special note should be given to the workshop 
to manufacture an old autochthonous item called ‘šiška’, 
awareness raising campaign titled “I, too, put out fires” 
related to the inclusion of women in the work of fire brigades, 
and the workshop for the development of volunteering and 
designing volunteering actions. 

DUBROVNIK-NERETVA COUNTY

The project in Lastovo will finish in early 2020 and, through 
the preparation and performance of a traditional play on 
marriage which has been transmitted by word of mouth 
for generations, will contribute to the preservation of the

island’s cultural heritage and tradition, as well as the re-
socialisation of the elderly population by having them 
rehearse the play, and the increase of the elderly population’s 
social inclusion

ISTRIA COUNTY 

The project in Pula will finish in early 2020, and through public 
events and radio shows it tackles the issue of clientelism in 
the development of social capital and the impact of mass 
and new media and education on the increase of its level, 
but also highlights the importance of the development of 
philanthropy and its influence on strengthening trust in the 
society. 

KOPRIVNICA-KRIŽEVCI COUNTY

Radio shows, workshops and info points, and the distribution 
of promotional material in Koprivnica helped achieve a 
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higher level of familiarity and awareness among primary 
and secondary school children of the needs of persons with 
disabilities, as well as a higher level of citizens’ sensitivity. 

KRAPINA-ZAGORJE COUNTY

The networking of all community stakeholders (citizens, 
civil society, volunteers, educational and other public 
institutions and local self-government bodies) in Zabok 
increased access to knowledge, especially technical and 
media, because 2 courses in IT were held, as well as the 
training of multipliers – future lecturers on media literacy, 
and 5 forum meetings related to citizens’ activity, civil 
society and the impact of media and other forms of mass 
communication on the society. 

LIKA-SENJ COUNTY

The broader local community of Brinje was familiarised with 
the importance of waste management and environmental 
protection, as well as with the need for joint actions in 
the local community for the purpose of more successful 
achievement of objectives, and all over the local community 
40 decorative flower boxes were placed where volunteers 
planted flowers and all stakeholders were involved in their 
maintenance (from the Volunteer Fire Brigade, Utility 
Company to citizens and volunteers), which achieved 
continuous and important cooperation within the local 
community. 

OSIJEK-BARANJA COUNTY 

Through a specialised web portal, promotional video material 
and information brochure, the broader public of Osijek was 
informed on the concept of sustainable development and its 
importance for local community development. 

POŽEGA-SLAVONIA COUNTY

In Velika, a playroom was furbished for the little ones 
and its use is free for all who are interested, including 
organised activities for children related to familiarisation 
with the local community, all of which provided for better 
acquaintance among peers and involvement in the process 
of socialisation, i.e. reducing the level of social exclusion. 

PRIMORJE-GORSKI KOTAR COUNTY

One project in Mali Lošinj was focused on including 
the citizens in the development of public policies and 
development plans pertaining to the management of the 
coastal zone, and increased care for ecology of the sea as 
the fundamental resource of development and development 
sustainability, with 2 public actions of cleaning the seabed, 
while in Rijeka 2 projects were implemented, 1 of which 
was focused on creating an enabling environment for 
quality parenting in crisis situations caused by poverty, 
and the other on connecting CSOs, specific actions and 
empowerment of citizens as pillars of social capital. 

SOCIAL CAPITAL IN THE COMMUNITY 
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SPLIT-DALMATIA COUNTY

In Split, cooperation was strengthened among key 
stakeholders in the local community – CSOs, citizens 
and representatives of the local self-government, and a 
team was formed of young volunteers who acquired new 
knowledge and developed sensitivity for local community 
issues, and there was also an exchange of items among 
neighbours, a “live” library was organised, the youth week 
was commemorated and a charity drive carried out.   

VUKOVAR-SRIJEM COUNTY

Through 10 public discussions on the topics of EU values, 
entrepreneurship, dealing with the past, non-violence 
and peace, and the possibilities of tourism in the local 
community, citizens of different nationalities in Vukovar 
were encouraged to get engaged in activism, personal 
development, mutual respect and involvement in the 
community development. 

VARAŽDIN COUNTY

Through 2 projects in Ludbreg and Lepoglava and 15 
different workshops, young people were informed of 
various opportunities offered to them, whether in the labour 
market or in terms of education, and of the importance of 
volunteering, while young people were connected with 
potential employers, higher education institutions, and 
were also given important advice for self-employment. 

ZAGREB COUNTY

By involving various local community stakeholders in 
Jakovlje, a literary club was organised within which every 
month encounters and discussions were organised on 
books and thematic workshops, playrooms and reading 
rooms, and also held were two children’s plays and the visit 
of three authors, which contributed to the development of 
cultural life and prevention of social marginalisation of both 
youth and adults.

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INSTITUTIONAL GRANTS

Institutional grants represent a specific part of the National 
Foundation’s grants programme through which in a targeted 
manner, for a three-year period, investments are made 
into the organisational development or stabilisation of 
CSOs registered in the Republic of Croatia, with the aim of 
raising the level of sustainability of the CSOs contributing 
to democratisation and civil society development in the 
Republic of Croatia. 

The year 2019 saw continued financing of institutional 
grants approved in the calls of 2016 and 2017 (third and 
second year of implementation, respectively), institutional 
grants approved in the call of February 2017 for CSOs which 
had not previously used the said form of the National 
Foundation’s grants (implementation of the second year by 
30 September, and from 1 October implementation of the 
third year of the grant), and the beginning of the financing 
and implementation of institutional grants approved in the 4 
calls launched in August 2018 (first year of implementation). 
Furthermore, in late December institutional grants were 
contracted subsequent to the 4 new calls launched in

August 2019, the implementation of which is to commence 
in 2020 (overview by call in the last table), 

Under the Agreement on Development Cooperation through

Overview of approved institutional grants in 2019 (in 4 calls launched in August 
2019, with implementation starting on 1 January 2020)
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In previous periods, through partnership with 5 regional 
networks of specialised CSOs, since 2007 the National 
Foundation for Civil Society Development had been 
implementing the programme for regional development 
and strengthening of the capacities of CSOs and other legal 
entities in the territory of Dalmatia, central Croatia, north-
western Croatia, western and eastern Croatia. By providing 
systematic support in the area of information, consultations 
and training on the local and regional levels, the National 
Foundation contributes to the harmonisation of regional 
development and the capacities of CSOs and civil initiatives.

Throughout 2019, the regional development programme 
continued in a somewhat reduced and changed form. 
The regional development programme implies the 
implementation of services of 5 partner organisations from 
Osijek, Split, Zagreb, Rijeka and Čakovec to strengthen 
CSOs’ capacities in cooperation with central support units 
and the National Foundation’s regional subsidiaries, and in 
2019 it was implemented in cooperation with five CSOs – 
partner organisations: MI Association Split; SMART, Rijeka; 
Volunteer Centre Osijek; Centre for Civil Initiatives, Zagreb 
and ACT grupa, Čakovec. The programme was focused 
on providing information, consultations and training to 
CSOs in order to contribute to their professionalism and 
performance. 

At its session held on 26 February 2019, the National 
Foundation’s Management Board rendered a decision on 
the training programme in 2019 and subsequent years 
due to the fact that the partner organisations involved 
in the programme of civil society regional development 
in the Republic of Croatia, together with the National 
Foundation’s regional subsidiaries in Osijek, Rijeka and 
Split, Support Department in Zagreb, and the Development 
Office of the National Foundation, key stakeholders in the 
support structure developed and implemented by the 
National Foundation for Civil Society Development. The said 
decision of the National Foundation’s Management Board 
supplemented the training programmes in 2019, starting 
from 1 April 2019. 

The decision covered the following training programmes:

1. Project cycle management;

2. Volunteer management;

3. Quality system in civil society organisations;

4. Quality implementation of projects financed from public     
sources;

5. Innovative fundraising models for CSO activities;

6. Advocacy models for positive change in the local 
communities;

7. Models of engaging citizens into the work of CSOs;

8. How to plan strategically in civil society organisations?;

9. How to develop an operational plan for CSO activities?;

10. Models of efficient internal structure for CSO 
management and activities;

11. Assessment of needs in the local community;

12. Development of social capital in the local community;

13. Partnership/cooperation of CSOs with the public sector 
(local and regional self-government units, universities, 
schools, institutions...);

14. Models of internal and external evaluation of CSO 
activities/programmes.

In this way, partner organisations in the implementation 
of the regional development programme, in addition to 
the task of supporting CSOs in the local communities, 
also have the task of providing support to applicants to EU 
calls, and the implementation of all forms of support takes 
place with the coordination and cooperation with central 
units and the National Foundation’s regional subsidiaries.

There is an interactive e-mailing list (400 members) through 
which 94 circular discussions were forwarded to all members 
(CSOs, institutions, media). Fully functional is also the internet 
forum intended for civil society, which has over 1,800 posts. The 
partner organisation’s website was visited by 46,000 visitors, 
and there were 10 notices in the media in total. Among the most 
significant results of activities in 2019 are the activities related 
to the introduction of a quality assurance system.

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In cooperation with each of the partner foundations, 
the National Foundation provides for harmonisation and 
integrity of the programme on the entire territory of the 
Republic of Croatia, in order for the same types of activities 
to be implemented in all counties, i.e. involved local 
communities.

Programme cooperation in the area of support to civil 
society organisations and local communities titled “Active in 
the Community” has been implemented in partnership with 
four partner foundations – Foundation for Local Community

In 2019, the Centre of Knowledge for Social Development 
in the area of environmental protection, sustainable 
development and use of renewable energy sources launched 
a campaign against the adoption of the Zagreb Master Urban 
Plan (MUP) due to a number of detrimental provisions related 
to the environment. The campaign was implemented in 
cooperation with CSOs and civic initiatives and achieved an 
extraordinary media visibility of the campaign, which at the 
same time contributed to the identification of problematic 
proposals for MUP amendments, with a large number of 
citizens addressing over 30,000 comments as part of the 
public hearing. 

The programme of this Centre of Knowledge titled 
Green Phone, a service for information and reporting of 
environmental problems, in 2019 received 1295 reports and 
queries related to the environment, of which a great majority 
were related to waste management. For that reasons, the 
campaign titled “Zagreb – The European Capital of Waste”

energy sources

was intensified, and many protest actions were organised 
as part of it, as well as activities aimed at transferring 
knowledge and informing the interested public in order to 
warn of the poor waste management policy in the City of 
Zagreb. 

Also continued were the activities of Biciklopopravljaona 
(Bike Repair Shop), a unique volunteer bike repair shop 
that repaired citizens’ bikes continuously throughout the 
year, every Thursday, and had 697 beneficiaries. In the said 
period, 545 repairs were made and a record 150 bikes were 
renovated and donated, mostly to people of poorer financial 
status as well as those at risk of social exclusion. 

Members of the Centre of Knowledge participated actively 
in the work of the GMO Council, European Economic and 
Social Committee, as well as in international activities 
related to the UN’s process of reducing global emissions 
from fossil fuels, the SEE NET network and in the working 
bodies of networks tackling the issue of waste, such as Zero

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Waste Europe, Rethink Plastic Alliance and Break Free From 
Plastic Movement. 

In 2019, the Centre of Knowledge implemented two 
programmes of service learning on environmental 
protection and a handbook was produced on the same topic. 
Within the project related to smart schools, the Centre of 
Knowledge equipped solar laboratories in two schools that 

During 2019, the Centre of Knowledge for Social 
Development in the area of social inclusion and reduction 
of poverty implemented a series of programmes, projects, 
campaigns and public actions which resulted in cooperation 
with all the relevant stakeholders in the area of social 
welfare, education, the judiciary, police on the local and 
national level, as well as authorities with regard to the 
cooperation with local and regional self-government, while 
via social networks the activities of the Centre of Knowledge 
were extremely visible to the public, which led to active 
engagement of a large number of volunteers. 

In the said period a conference was organised on the 
occasion of the 20th anniversary of the programme to 
support youth with behavioural problems, which was 
attended by numerous experts, and a publication was 
developed related to the 20 years of project implementation 
aimed at suppressing violence among youth, while the 
experiences from work and observations on the needs of 
the beneficiaries of homeless shelters were included in the 
annual joint reports of the Ombudswoman and the Human 
Rights House. 

The Centre of Knowledge made a significant step forward 
on the international scene, and the activities of the Centre 
of Knowledge included many volunteers from other 
EU members states in the area of the Centre’s work on 
supporting children and youth with behavioural problems, 
whereas in the management of the Homeless Centre and 
in the area of suppressing juvenile delinquency the Centre 
of Knowledge associated with organisations from Spain, 
Italy, Cyprus and Bulgaria, and carried out research that 
resulted in the development of judicial tools that would 
help minors in the criminal proceedings. In addition, also 
of note is the participation of the Centre of Knowledge in 
the Homeless World Cup which in 2019 took place in Wales. 
The international recognisability of this Centre’s work in the 

Social inclusion and reduction of poverty
area of reducing homelessness is also corroborated by the 
fact that in March 2019 it was visited by German president 
Steinmeier, during his official visit to the Republic of Croatia. 

The public actions, programmes and projects involved a 
large number of citizens of all age groups, especially youth, 
all of this helped organise and affirm volunteer work, civic 
activism and solidarity. Volunteers were directly involved 
in working with the youth with behavioural problems and in 
doing so went through basic and specific training. Round 
tables were organised on poverty and homelessness, as 
well as on curbing violence among youth and protective 
factors in the community. Furthermore, the Centre of 
Knowledge tackled difficulties in employing socially 
excluded persons, reducing anxiety and depression in 
children and adolescents, as well as indicated prevention in 
working with children and youth. In addition, participation 
in the drafting of the national report on the work of social 
supermarkets should also be noted, as well as engagement 
in working and focus groups on the local and national level, 
while participation in study visits, conferences and public 
discussions in the capacity of presenters helped transfer 
the acquired knowledge and promote the Centre’s activities. 

won in the competition in energy saving and a workshop was 
held on the topic of self-construction of solar collectors. 
In addition to the traditional autumn eco-seminar and 
environmental festival, the Centre of Knowledge also held 
and participated in a series of workshops, round tables 
and conferences, while within the Erasmus programme, 
training for young environmental activists was held and co-
organised, as well as education for future trainers. 

During 2019, the Centre of Knowledge for Social 
Development in the area of civic activism and building 
of democratic institutions continuously monitored the 
work of the fundamental political institutions and other 
public, autonomous and independent bodies. Given

that the year 2918 was marked by the elections for the 
European Parliament and the first round of elections for 
the President of the Republic of Croatia, the Centre of 
Knowledge monitored the elections, supervised the work 
of the competent authorities and electoral processes

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and provided information to the voters. For that purpose 
a searchable base of financial reports on donors and 
campaign costs for the European and presidential elections 
was prepared, developed in cooperation with ‘civil hackers’ 
(hactivists). 

During 2019, training was organised on political and media 
literacy intended primarily for teachers, whereas a series 
of workshops on EU was carried out with primary and 
secondary school students. Through media appearances, 
conferences, public discussions and round tables, the 
broader public and civil society were continuously informed 
of the topics of digital democracy and its threats, European 
populism and the importance of political participation, all of 
which contributes to the general development of civil and 
social competencies. 

The development of web portals MozaikVeza, Parlametar, 
ImamoPravoZnati and Faktograf increased the transparency 
of the work of legislative institutions, created tools for anti-
corruption combat and facilitated the citizens’ exercise of 
their right to access information, as well as contributed 
to the fight against disinformation and the promotion of 

verified information in the public space through regular 
fact-checking. 

Members of the Centre of Knowledge were active in the work 
of the European Economic and Social Committee,  Council 
for the Prevention of Corruption and Council for Civil Society 
Development, within which they had direct impact on public 
policy making, whereas this area of cooperation also saw 
continued networking with CSOs in Croatia and EU, trade 
unions, employees of public institutions and investigative 
journalists, among which special note should be given to 
the cooperation of the Centre of Knowledge with CroSol – 
Croatian Platform for International Citizen Solidarity, GOOD 
initiative, European Civic Forum and the ENEMO and ALTER 
EU networks.

The organisation of study visits to organisations and 
institutions from Croatia and abroad facilitated the 
exchange of knowledge and experience, while through 
the programme of internship, the Centre of Knowledge 
organised volunteering and volunteer training, thus 
contributing to the development of their competences and 
providing the experience of engagement in a civil society 
organisation. 

In 2019, the Centre of Knowledge in the area of youth 
activities very successfully coordinated a project related 
to EU dialogue with the youth, and through its work in 
the National Task Force for EU dialogue with the youth it 
successfully prepared the field for Croatian presidency of 
the Council of the EU. In all of this it should be noted that one 
of the best youth turnouts was achieved within the 7th cycle 
of dialogue with youth among all EU members states, which 
will definitively provide for a good start of the EU youth 
conference that will take place during the presidency of the 
Republic of Croatia of the Council of the EU, and also for the 
implementation of the future cycles of youth dialogue. 

Great success in 2019 was also achieved by a project within 
which this Centre of Knowledge organised student councils 
in primary and secondary schools and where with the 
implementation of the structured dialogue methodology 
within the school, among student councils, the faculty 
and supporting staff, in certain schools great progress 
was made in democratisation and inclusion of students 
into the process of deciding on important topics. The 
project received a great response, especially among school 
headmasters, while workshop attendees provided positive 
feedback. Within activities related to structured dialogue, 
a series of workshops was held and a public gathering for 
the members of student councils in secondary schools, as 
well as the faculty and professional staff which continuously 
provided support in organising structured dialogue in 
school. 

Youth activities 
In 2019, within the activities of transfer of knowledge, the 
9th consecutive Studies on Youth for the Youth were carried 
out, focused on additionally empowering 15 participants in 
the area of youth and actualising their activist engagement. 
The topics covered by the studies were related to leadership, 
social change, activism, mobilisation, as well as education 
on participative research in the area of youth, possibilities 
of public advocacy and good practices and space for being 
active in the community. Furthermore, by analysing public 
policies and doing research, within the Centre of Knowledge 
an evaluation was conducted of the successfulness of 
training on structured dialogue held during the 6th cycle of 
structured dialogue, and based on that a report was drafted 
on the results of the project related to strengthening the 
role of youth activities in the setting of urban depopulation. 
Additionally, the Centre of Knowledge carried out a series 
of innovative and interactive workshops for youth on labour 
rights in cooperation with the Union of Autonomous Trade 
Unions of Croatia and also jointly drafted a handbook for 
youth on labour rights. 

In the area of influencing public policy on the national and 
international level, it should be highlighted that members 
of the Centre of Knowledge actively participated in the 
National Working Group on Structured Dialogue, as well 
as in the Youth Council and the Council for Civil Society 
Development, while on the international level the Centre of 
Knowledge participated in the meetings of the European 
Steering Group, European Youth Forum and various panels 
and expert forums. 
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During 2019, the Centre of Knowledge for Social Development 
in the area of sustainable living and the development of 
permaculture organised several conferences on the topic of 
good economy, food sustainability and natural construction, 
and was also active in partner national and international 
networks, while through cooperation with local self-
government units the Centre of Knowledge significantly 
influenced the adoption, creation and implementation of 
public policies associated with the programme of good 
and solidarity economy. Special mention should be given 
to the intensive development of the Community Seed 
Bank, the continued management of the Cooperative for 
Good Economy as a solidarity supply chain, and continuous 
promotion and public advocacy for ecological models of 
food production. 

In the area of research activities, the Centre of Knowledge 
carried out research on young farmers based on which a 

During 2019, the Centre of Knowledge for Social Development 
in the area of independent culture carried out the 19th 
continuous cycle of programme exchange and cooperation 
with 38 participating organisations, as well as 71 individual 
cultural and artistic events in 20 cities and towns in Croatia, 
with the participation of over 3200 citizens, of which the 
majority were young people and over 85% of all content took 
place outside the capital. 

The 12th Forum was organised as a gathering of 
independent culture organisations, where representatives 
of a broader circle of organisations in the area of culture 
acquired some new information on the implementation and 
possibilities for engaging in the programmes organised by 
the Centre of Knowledge, while the focus of the Forum was 
on the deliberation of different models of advocacy and 
management in the processes of establishing social and 
cultural centres in the Republic of Croatia. 

In 2019, a digital system was developed for the evaluation of 
partner projects and tours, and work was done on enhancing 
analytical and research capacities in the systematic 
monitoring of the development of the independent cultural 

Independent culture 
scene, and strengthening the impact on the formal and 
institutional framework within which the independent 
cultural scene is active. Also continued was the strengthening 
of impact on the framework of activities of independent 
culture and civil society organisations, with special focus on 
participatory governance in culture and networking of social 
and cultural centres, and the Centre of Knowledge reaffirmed 
its activities in the regional context.

Throughout 2019, the Centre of Knowledge was systematically 
engaged in monitoring the development and implementation 
of public policies in the area of its activities, and participated 
actively in direct advocacy activities and public consultations 
as part of the Council for Civil Society Development, as well as 
within numerous networks and platforms in Croatia, while the 
visibility of the Centre of Knowledge and the strengthening 
of the independent cultural scene was achieved through 
the development of an interactive archival map of content 
implemented through the activities of programme exchange 
and cooperation, and the maintenance of organisation’s 
archives. 

Sustainable living and the development of permaculture
study was written and published on the subject of food 
sovereignty and examinations of the quality of life of the 
residents of local self-governments were continued as 
part of the project related to social and solidarity economy. 
Participation in conferences, seminars and study visits of 
other organisations helped in the transfer of knowledge to 
the interested stakeholders. 

The Recycled Estate celebrated its 20th anniversary, as an 
educational centre and a space of learning and development 
which has had great success in its work, all of which was 
also corroborated in late 2019 when it was the recipient 
of the ‘Yellow Framework’ award in the area of food as one 
of the UN’s sustainable development goals titled ‘Zero 
hunger’.  At the very estate, during 2019 a traditional course 
in permaculture design was organised, as well as a free 
consultation centre for sustainable living and permaculture, 
a construction academy and other practical workshops. 

U 2019, the Centre of Knowledge for Social Development 
in the area of promotion and protection of human rights 
celebrated 10 years of its activities and continuous 
advocacy in the area of freedom of speech, suppression of 
hate speech, protection of whistle-blowers and promotion 
of human rights on the local level. As part of its continuous 

Protection and promotion of human rights
activities, in the said period it developed, published and 
disseminated a report on the status of human rights in the 
Republic of Croatia in 2018 and continuously conducted 
research and monitoring on the state of human rights for 
2019, for the purpose of preparing the new report. 

CENTRES OF KNOWLEDGE FOR SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT
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The Centre of Knowledge in 2019 also additionally 
strengthened the programme related to human rights 
and the judiciary, which through research, advocacy and 
educational activities acted in the area of the protection of 
the rights of victims, but also of suspects and defendants, 
and in doing so analysed intensively the judgments of the 
European Court of Human Rights in cases against the 
Republic of Croatia. In the area of socio-economic rights, 
the Human Rights House participated in the most significant 
activities aimed at promoting the attained standards of 
human rights, democracy, rule of law and social justice. 

Throughout 2019, training and professional seminars 
were  offered in the area of human rights for pupils, youth, 
students, and at the same time reports, articles and 
analyses were published on human rights and related topics. 
Among the implemented activities of transfer of knowledge, 
special mention should be given to the educational program 
intended for students titled “Young human rights advocates”, 
within which six half-day workshops were organised. 

Through research activities, the Centre of Knowledge 

created preconditions for advocacy activities aimed towards 
decision makers and other stakeholders, all with the aim of 
participating in the protection, promotion, development and 
improvement of human rights and fundamental freedoms, 
in line with international and regional instruments for the 
protection of human rights. 

Based on the insights gained, the Centre of Knowledge 
actively participated in the work of the Council for Civil 
Society Development and the Ombudswoman’s Council, 
implementing activities of public advocacy through 
the organisation of and participation in round tables, 
conferences, media appearances and through activities 
within the GOOD Initiative and the work of the networks of 
SOLIDAR, INACH, Legal Expert Advisory Panel and Human 
Rights House Network. The said activities yielded results in 
the systematic and constructive access to and participation 
in public hearings on legislative bills and draft public 
policies, while the advocacy for and promotion of human 
rights in the public and among all social groups represented 
a continuous task of the Centre of Knowledge. 

The Centre of Knowledge for Social Development in the 
area of improvement of life of persons with disabilities 
(8th Centre of Knowledge), which gathers 13 alliances 
of associations of persons with disabilities, in 2019 
continued its systematic work on the promotion of 
human rights of persons with disabilities. With regard 
to this, partner organisations of the 8th Centre of 
Knowledge provided their comments on certain 
articles of the Convention on the Rights of Persons 
with Disabilities (CRPD) in order to draft the second 
consecutive Alternative Report on the Implementation of 
CRPD. The International Day of Persons with Disabilities, 
3 December, was commemorated by this Centre of 
Knowledge by a joint conference titled “Accessibility 
as a Human Right”, where prominence was given to the 
issues related to inclusive addition, systematic financing 
of alliances and associations of persons with disabilities, 
the issue of early intervention and provision of 
accessibility to public buildings. The organisations of the 
8th Centre of Knowledge influenced social development 
and public policies in the area of the improvement of the 
quality of life of persons with disabilities by organising 
and participating in training, forums, workshops and 
campaigns implemented throughout 2019. 

Improvement of the quality of life of persons with disabilities 
In addition, in March 2019 a joint coordination meeting 
was held, organised by the National Foundation, with the 
representatives of partner organisations involved in the 
8th and 9th Centre of Knowledge, where activities of the 
said organisations in the previous period were presented, 
as well as the issues observed in the implementation of 
support. 

By the end of the year, on their websites the organisations 
of the 8th Centre of Knowledge established knowledge 
bases that include publications, training materials and 
video and audio documentation of importance for the 
transfer of knowledge in the area of activities of the 
Centre of Knowledge. 

In 2019, a total of 190 employees participated actively 
and thus gave their contribution to the numerous 
activities within the Centre of Knowledge in the area 
of improvement of the quality of life of persons with 
disabilities. 

The programmes encompassed 367 participating 
volunteers with at a total of 13,246 volunteer hours. The 
implementation of numerous activities included 12,036 
direct beneficiaries, and in the previous periods the 
alliances had 775 media notices.

Improvement of the quality of life of Croatian veterans and civil victims of the 
Homeland War
Pursuant to the Agreement on Development 
Cooperation, fifteen partner organisations from the 
Homeland War involved in the Centre of Knowledge for 
Social Development in the area of improvement of the 
quality of life of Croatian veterans and civil victims of the 
Homeland War (9th Centre of Knowledge) continued with 
their activities throughout 2019 as well.  CSOs of veterans 
of the Homeland War organised a joint conference 
on “Veterans and Civil Victims of the Homeland War 
Yesterday – Today – Tomorrow” where to their members, 
representatives of the National Foundation, the Ministry 
of the Interior and the Ministry of Croatian Veterans 
they presented the work of their partner organisations, 
development and future outlook, acquired experiences, 
as well as the results of the study carried out on the 
quality of life of Croatian veterans treated for PTSD. 
From 20 to 22 March 2019, a joint coordination meeting 

was held, organised by the National Foundation, with the 
representatives of the organisations involved in the 8th 
and 9th Centre of Knowledge, where activities of the said 
organisations in the previous period were presented, as 
well as the problems encountered in the implementation 
of support. The partner organisations of the 9th Centre 
of Knowledge established knowledge bases on their 
websites, including publications, training materials 
and video and audio documentation relevant to the 
successful transfer of knowledge in the area of activities 
of the Centre of Knowledge. In 2019, the organisations 
of the 9th Centre of Knowledge organised, implemented 
and participated in various training events, workshops, 
forums, as well as influenced social development in 
their area of activity and public policies pertaining to the 
veterans’ population and their families.

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The principal actor in this area laid emphasis on the 
networking and strengthening of cooperation with 
numerous science and technology institutions, associations 
and citizens, as well as the business sector, with the aim of 
developing and promoting the STEM field. Throughout 2019, 
activities were carried out related to the establishment of 
the Science and Education Entertainment Centre in Donja 
Stubica in the premises of the Golubovec castle, and in late 
September this was the venue of the 8th Science Picnic 
as an announcement of the construction of the Science 
and Education Entertainment Centre, a project implying a 
complete renovation of the castle with interactive scientific 
and popular content. One of the objectives of the Science 
Picnic was to popularise science among the broadest public 
and to raise awareness of the need for Croatia to have a 
site where science will be available to citizens in a popular 
manner and at all times. 

Through grants in the area of Initial Programme Cooperation, 
the National Foundation invests into innovative areas of 
civil society development. The Croatian Interdisciplinary 
Society, Professor Balthasar Association and the Andrija 
Štampar Association of Public Health are the organisations 
that received grants in 2018 after applying to the call for 
the expression of interest in the area of Initial Programme 
Cooperation. The implementation commenced with the 
signing of an agreement for the period from 1 September 
2018 to 31 August 2019. 

The coordination meeting organised by the National 

Foundation was held in Zadar on 25 and 26 March 2019, 
with representatives of organisations involved in the Initial 
Programme Cooperation, in order to clarify potential issues 
and problems related to the implementation of Initial 
Programme Cooperation. On 17 May 2019, the National 
Foundation’s Management Board rendered a decision on 
the additional implementation period for Initial Programme 
Cooperation until 31 December 2019, in order to be able to 
evaluate objectively the capacities of the associations to 
embark on a three-year programme cooperation with the 
National Foundation starting from 1 January 2020. 

STEM and civil society organisations 
Activities in this area were focused on the networking of 
organisations in the Republic of Croatia working in the STEM 
area (science, technology, engineering & mathematics) for 
the purpose of joint action aimed at increasing the visibility 
and significance of the STEM area and the possibilities of its 
impact on the development of the Republic of Croatia, thus 
the “STEAM Week” was organised in Zadar, attended by the 
teachers and students of primary schools from the Zadar 
area. The objective of the “STEAM Week” was to popularise 
the STEM field by providing workshops for primary school 
children. In October, the 2nd annual meeting of science 
promoters was held, where representatives of the partici-

pating organisations were called to action in the STEM 
field, further exchange of knowledge and good practice, 
discussions on the possibilities of solving challenges in this 
area and creating joint activities and project applications. 
During October 2019, another “STEAM Week” was organised 
in Zagreb, in the Technical Museum Nikola Tesla.  Activities 
implemented in the last three years through the “STEAM 
Week” programme were demonstrated in the proceedings 
under the same title. In addition to the proceedings, a 
popular science magazine “Sustavi” (Systems) was designed 
and issued.

Prevention and protection of health 
The objective of this area is the promotion of health and 
healthy lifestyles through the implementation of activities 
designed on the principles of Dr. Andrija Štampar, who 
advocated for physicians being active among the population 
and not just in healthcare institutions. An Advisory Hub was 
organised with the same objective, with the purpose of 
informing, training and advising in order to promote, develop 
and improve the health of individuals and the quality of life of 
the community, to strengthen connections and cooperation 
in the activities of all stakeholders of health protection, 
and to raise awareness of the physical, emotional, mental 
and social aspect of health. In December 2019, a national 
symposium was held on the topic of “Challenges and 
possibilities of endosonography diagnostics” with the aim 
of raising awareness on the importance of early diagnosis 
of pancreatobiliary system malignancies. The 11th Štampar 
Days were also held, a professional and educational 
three stage symposium with national and international 
participation of professional and advocacy organisations, 
all of which encouraged the networking and strengthening 
of organisations’ capacities for the purpose of exerting 
influence on positive social change in the area of health 
prevention and education of the broader public on the need 
for preserving health and protecting from illness. 

Implementation of Initial Programme Cooperation in 2019
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The call for the expression of interest titled “Knowledge 
without Borders” has the objective of providing support 
to the participation of Croatian CSO representatives 
in international conferences (KWB A), as well as the 
participation of international experts in conferences 
organised by CSOs in the Republic of Croatia for the purpose 
of encouraging the acquisition and exchange of knowledge, 

skills and experiences needed for active and entrepreneurial 
activities in the community and society (KWB B). In addition, 
CSOs active on the international level had the opportunity 
to receive co-financing for travel to meetings of the 
international organisations/institutions of which they are 
members, and thus to represent and present the Republic 
of Croatia (KWB C).

In 2019, the National Foundation for Civil Society Development approved through this call in all three of 
its iterations a total of twelve grants for organisations active in the following areas: 

Promotion and protection of human rights

Promotion and protection of health  

Education and care

Environmental protection and promotion 
of sustainable development 

Information for youth

Of the total number of grants awarded in 2019, four (4) of 
them were awarded to co-finance the arrival of international 
experts in the Republic of Croatia – KWB A, one (1) for the 
participation of CSO representatives in the work of the 
international organisations and/or institutions – KWB B, and 
five (7) grants to co-finance participation in international 
conferences KWB C.

KNOWLEDGE WITHOUT BORDERS

KNOWLEDGE WITHOUT BORDERS
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During 2019, one grant was approved for a study visit to 
the Finnish presidency of the Council of the EU and the 
conference “Beyond Growth”. 

The project consisted of a study visit to Finland, to the 
FINGO organisation which is the umbrella network of Finnish 
CSOs also active in international development cooperation. 
FINGO coordinated the activities of Finnish civil society 
related to the Finnish presidency of the Council of the 
EU, and carried out the same activities during previous 
Finnish presidencies. As part of the study visits, meetings 
were held with the partner organisation FINGO where 
experiences were exchanged related to the role of the civil 
society in the preparation process and in the presidency 
itself. Furthermore, Croatian representatives participated 

CALL FOR THE EXPRESSION OF INTEREST IN THE AREA OF COOPERA-
TION ON THE EXCHANGE OF KNOWLEDGE AND EXPERIENCE KEEP)
On 6 June 2019, as part of its operational activities, the 
National Foundation published a call for the expression of 
interest in initial cooperation in the area of cooperation on 
the exchange of knowledge and experience, titled KEEP 
(Knowledge and Experience Exchange Programme), which 
comprises two iterations of the call. 

The aim of this call is to co-finance study visits and 
exchanges of experience, whether through cooperation 
in the Euro-Mediterranean within joint programmes with 
national networks of CSOs in the 42 countries involved in the 
Anna Lindh Foundation (KEEP A), or through cooperation 
of organised civil society as part of the preparations for 
Croatian presidency of the Council of the EU (KEEP B). 

With the first iteration of this call for the expression of 
interest (KEEP A), the National Foundation wished to 
encourage cooperation among members of the Croatian 
Network for Cooperation in the Euro-Mediterranean with 

member organisations of national ALF networks in the 
countries of the Euro-Mediterranean, in order to achieve 
connections that would precede the EURO-MED FORUM 
2020, an event that will gather a large number of CSO 
representatives and other stakeholders from the Euro-
Mediterranean, and which will take place in April 2020 in 
Šibenik. 

The second iteration of this call (KEEP B) is meant to 
encourage cooperation among CSOs in Croatia and 
a CSO from a country that already has or is currently 
presiding over the Council of the EU (from 2010 to date) 
and is associated with a topic that represents an area of 
cooperation as established by the Croatian partners. This 
form of connection is significant given the need for CSOs 
in Croatia to prepare actively for their contribution to the 
implementation of activities during the Croatian presidency 
of the Council of the EU. 

in KEEP B – three organisations from Croatia active in the area of international cooperation with one CSO 
from a country that has already presided or is presiding over the Council of the EU.

in a conference of the Finnish civil society related to the 
presidency, titled “Beyond Growth”, which gave them 
first-hand experience of how to influence the process of 
presidency through a central advocacy conference. The 
topic of the conference was sustainable development 
and the concept of growth, i.e. observation of social 
development not merely through economic indicators, 
but also through a comprehensive approach that includes 
a change in the approach to work, capital, environment 
and natural resources in order to achieve environmental 
sustainability.  
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With this award, the National Foundation strives to 
encourage and award primary and secondary school 
students, their volunteering initiatives and engagements 
testifying to their selfless desire to contribute to their 
local community through their activities, in order to make 
their own life and the lives of others in it more pleasant 
and fulfilled. The annual “Heart Print” awards following 
the above call were given to 9 volunteering initiatives of 
primary schools, while the “Kindness Binds and Connects 
Us” award was given for 6 innovative models of volunteering 
development for secondary schools, with implementation 
scheduled to finish by 1 May 2020. 

The award ceremony for the “Heart Print” and “Kindness 
Binds and Connects Us” took place on 28 September 2019 
in the Croatian Philanthropy House in Zadar as part of the 
activities related to the Philanthropy Week 2019, given 
that all over Europe the European Day of Foundations and 

Volunteering is one of the fundamental values of the civil 
society, and the engagement of children and youth in 
volunteering initiatives and actions is a precondition for 
the development of civic activism and civic education of 
children and youth. 

In 2019, the National Foundation launched a call for 
volunteering initiatives and innovative models of 
volunteering development, and rewarded the best 
applications with the “Heart Print” award (primary schools) 
and “Kindness Binds and Connects Us” (secondary schools) 
under the motto

Donors is celebrated on 1 October. The ceremony, where all 
the awarded volunteering initiatives and innovative model of 
volunteering development were presented, was attended by 
representatives of all the awarded schools (headmasters, 
teachers, students), and representatives of the Monte dei 
Paschi Foundation from Siena. The ceremony was preceded 
by the commemoration of the European Day of Foundations 
and Donors at the People’s Square in Zadar, where the 
foundations involved in the Croatian Foundations Forum 
ZaDobro.BIT! had an opportunity to present themselves, 
and the representatives of schools and all interested 
citizens had an opportunity to participate in a series of 
interactive events related to philanthropy. Special guests 
were lecturers /professors from Italy who presented their 
model of working with children and youth through similar 
programmes financed by the Monte dei Paschi Foundation 
from Siena.

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Since 2009, the National Foundation for Civil Society 
Development has been implementing cross-sector 
cooperation programmes in the facilities of former military 
barracks in Zadar, which were renovated into IMPACT – 
European Centre for Cross-Sector Partnerships. The Centre 
carries out its activities with the support of a wide network 
of partner organisations, trainers, mentors and experts 
from Croatia, Southeast Europe and other countries.

In 2019, IMPACT – European Centre for Cross-Sector 
Partnerships organised various seminars, workshops, 
conferences, round tables, summer schools, public forums, 
annual assemblies and meetings on the topic of cross-
sector cooperation and EU funds, in cooperation with the 
public, business and non-profit sector.

Since 2018, part of the IMPACT is also the Croatian 
Philanthropy House, which represents a resource centre 
for training, development and research of philanthropy

CROSS-SECTOR AND INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

COOPERATION IN THE EURO-MEDITERRANEAN - 10 YEARS OF 
THE CROATIAN NETWORK’S ACTIVITIES 
Since January 2009, the National Foundation for Civil Society 
Development has exercised the role of national coordinator 
of the Croatian Network for Cooperation in the Euro-
Mediterranean, which is, as a national network, involved 
in the work of the Anna Lindh Foundation (ALF). This has 
made the National Foundation the official representative 
of ALF in the Republic of Croatia. The Croatian Network for 
Cooperation in the Euro-Mediterranean promotes dialogue, 
knowledge and differences among cultures of the Euro-
Mediterranean region by developing tolerance and openness 
to new insights, religions, cultures and values. The Croatian 
network also advocates for the promotion and protection of 
human rights and basic freedoms. It currently comprises 159 
members and is counted among larger national networks. 

The Anna Lindh Foundation is committed to promoting 
dialogue among cultures of the Euro-Mediterranean region. 
The Euro-Mediterranean geographically covers the south 
of Europe, north of Africa and a part of the Middle East, 

by which it wanted to encourage cooperation among 
members of the Croatian Network for Cooperation in the 
Euro-Mediterranean with organisations that are members 
of the national ALF networks in the countries of the Euro-
Mediterranean for the purpose of networking that would 
precede the EURO-MED FORUM 2020, an event that would 
gather a large number of representatives of CSOs and other 
stakeholders from the Euro-Mediterranean, and which 
would take place in April 2020 in Šibenik. 

In this regard, during 2019 the National Foundation as the 
coordinator of the Croatian Network for Cooperation in the 
Euro-Mediterranean organised to preparatory meetings of 
representatives of member organisations of the Croatian 
Network and guests from the countries of the Euro-
Mediterranean who represent coordinating organisations 
from their respective countries. 

The first preparatory meeting was held on 10-12 April in 
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and implies a complex of cultural and other contacts and 
overlaps of countries bordering the Mediterranean Sea. ALF 
acts as a network of national networks, gathering CSOs, 
public institutions and similar organisations from various 
areas of activity. Having its seat in Alexandria, Egypt, ALF 
is present in 42 states which are members of the Barcelona 
process: Union for the Mediterranean. ALF’s objective is to 
enable dialogue among cultures and develop sustainable 
projects and programmes which will contribute to a better 
understanding of cultural and political processes that form 
opinions and behaviours, and to enhance the activities of 
institutions and civil society that support dialogue.   

In line with the need to strengthen the forging of 
partnerships, increase visibility and build the identity of 
the Croatian Network,  during 2019 the National Foundation 
also launched a version of the call for the expression of 
interest in initial cooperation in the area of cooperation 
on the exchange of knowledge and experience (KEEP), 

Primošten, and the second one on 11-13 June in Zadar, and 
the preparation and implementation of both events was also 
assisted by the ALF MED FORUM 2020 Office in Zagreb with 
its representatives and through the provision of additional 
help and logistic support. 

The event in Primošten was attended by 18 representatives 
of national ALF networks, while the event in Zadar gathered 
a total of 21 international guests. Both events, in addition 
to representatives of Croatian organisations, gathered 
representatives from 23 national networks: Albania, 
Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, Cyprus, Egypt, Finland, 
France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Israel, Italy, 
Jordan, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Morocco, Slovenia, 
Spain, Sweden and Turkey. The first event in Primošten 
gathered over 100 people and was focused on the topic of 
Mare Nostrum and Mediterranean youth, while the relevant 
issues were discussed with the present members of the 
Croatian Network and other participants from interested

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organisations in Croatia. The second pre-forum preparatory 
meeting, held in Zadar, gathered over 80 people, with 
emphasis on the topic of sustainable development of 
local communities in the Euro-Mediterranean. Once again 
discussions were held between the present members of the 
Croatian national ALF network and other participants from 
interested organisations in Croatia. 

In addition, the regular annual meeting of ALF national 
coordinators was held in the form of a General Assembly 
of the Anna Lindh Foundation national networks in 
Thessaloniki (Greece) on 24 and 25 October 2019, with the 
presence of the coordinators of national ALF networks 
from 30 countries, as well as a team fo the ALF Secretariat 
and representatives of various programmes and projects 
launched by ALF. The meeting focused on strategic deliber-

ations for the forthcoming period of activities of the 
Anna Lindh Foundation as the network of all networks for 
dialogue between cultures in the Euro-Mediterranean, also 
featuring active participation by the Croatian Network for 
Cooperation in the Euro-Mediterranean. 

The said meeting included a presentation of the ALF 
Secretariat’s plans for activities in the future period, and the 
Executive Director, Dr. Nabil Al Sharif, announced the launch 
of new calls and similar forms of financial grants to member 
organisations of national ALF networks, which will certainly 
contribute to the promotion of dialogue between cultures of 
the  Euro-Mediterranean region, as an indispensable part of 
international integrations of the Republic of Croatia, which 
is also of great importance for civil society organisations. 
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Philanthropy and foundations

In 2010, the National Foundation continued to support the 
development of philanthropy and foundations through the 
work of the Croatian Foundations Forum ZaDobro.BIT!, and 
additionally through the establishment of development 
cooperation with the European Foundation for Philanthropy 
and Social Development, given that the development of 
foundations in the Republic of Croatia is not yet at the level of 
other EU Member States. The said cooperation encourages 

further development of philanthropy and foundations, 
increase in the recognisability of foundations in the Republic 
of Croatia, improvement of the quality of their activities and 
the culture of giving for the common good, as well as the 
implementation of social innovations in local communities. 
The Croatian Foundations Forum ZaDobro.BIT! gathers 38 
foundations registered in the Republic of Croatia in various 
areas of activity.

DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION 

During the Philanthropy Week 2019 (from 23 September 
to 1 October), this year for the fourth time the Republic of 
Croatia took part in the celebration of the European Day 
of Foundations and Donors, celebrated across Europe 
on 1 October. The National Foundation for Civil Society 
Development, in cooperation with the European Foundation 
for Philanthropy and Social Development, supported the 
activities of the Philanthropy Week 2019 in the period from 
23 September to 1 October with a central public event at 
the People’s Square in Zadar, after which in the Croatian 
Philanthropy House (located in the building of the IMPACT 
Centre in Zadar), primary and secondary schools from 
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ACADEMY FOR PHILANTHROPY 

across Croatia were given the  “Heart Print” (for 9 primary 
schools) and “Kindness Binds and Connects Us” award 
(for 6 secondary schools) for their special contribution to 
the development of volunteering, philanthropy and social 
engagement of children and youth. Special guests at the 
award ceremony for schools were lecturers/professors 
from Italy who presented their model of working with 
children and youth through similar programmes financed by 
the Monte dei Paschi Foundation from Siena.

In cooperation with and supported by the US Embassy in 
the Republic of Croatia, the National Foundation for Civil 
Society Development contracted the organisation of 5 
modules of training within the Academy for Philanthropy for 
representatives of the foundations involved in the Croatian 
Foundations Forum ZaDobro.BIT!. In 2019, 4 modules were 
held, moderated by presenters from the US who are experts 
in the area of foundations and philanthropy, and were 
attended by a total of 68 representatives of foundations 
included in the Forum.

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The 5th module will be held in 2020. 

“Building and Running an Effective Organisation and Utilising All Community Resources to Increase 
the Effectiveness of the Organisation” is the name of another three-day training held at the Croatian 
Philanthropy House in Zadar from 25 to 27 September 2019. The lecturer of the second training module, 
Mr. Bill Tolliver from the Resource Alliance international platform, presented to foundation representatives 
practical examples and tools for building new pilot programmes and holistic methods that can help create 
a new approach to strategic planning through different channels of communication and use of different 
resources.

“Organisational Development Leadership and Management, Change Management, Fundraising Methods 
and Action and Crisis Planning” was the third three-day training held at the Civil Society Conference 2030: 
HR-EU_Euro-Mediterranean in Šibenik from 23 to October 25, 2019. The training was led by an expert in 
philanthropy and foundation development, Ms. Lucy Blythe, Director of Philia International consulting 
company. 

“Creating Digital Innovation Campaigns” is the name of the last 2019 training module held in Zagreb from 
4 to 5 November. An expert in the field of digital network management and author of books focusing on 
foundations, Ms. Beth Kanter, spoke about the importance of adapting fundraising organisations to the 
digital age and understanding of digital trends.
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“Sustainable Development Network and Umbrella Funds” was a three-day training held in the Croatian 
Philanthropy House in Zadar from 28 to 30 August 2019. The expert, Ms. Lisa Thompson-Smeddle from the 
organisation Sustainable Development Network, communicated to the participants her experience and 
knowledge through shared thematic units, ranging from the social entrepreneurship development models, 
resource mobilisation, effective fundraising and mass communication,to positive organisation positioning 
in the field of foundations and philanthropy for the purpose of expanding their network of users and donors. 
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In addition to the above, in 2019 the National Foundation 
for Civil Society Development was also involved in the 
implementation of the project titled “Youth: The Strength of 
Community”, implemented by the European Foundation for 
Philanthropy and Social Development (also supported by the 
US Embassy), within which a call was published for innovative 
initiatives launched and managed by informal youth groups, 
with the aim of increasing youth participation in the local 

development processes in local communities (Zadar, Rijeka, 
Jastrebarsko, Split, Đakovo and Postira). In the first part 
of the project implementation with all the involved local 
communities, and in cooperation with local youth councils 
and local and regional self-government units, the said call 
was presented, and resulted in the approval of 12 youth 
initiatives in total (of which 11 have been completed), which 
in the second part of the project were publicly presented 
and contracted during Idea Factories held in all the involved 
local communities. The third part of the project pertained 
to the implementation of the approved initiatives, and the 
results of implemented initiatives will be presented at the 
final event planned for March 2020. 

DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION
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The National Foundation’s official website (http://zaklada.
civilnodrustvo.hr) is a means of informing the general and 
interested public on the work of the National Foundation, 
calls for proposals and for expression of interest, results of 
calls, announcements of seminars and training programmes 
of partner organisations, consultations, information on 
the decisions of the Management Board, reports from 
conferences and multi-media features, and direct online 
broadcasts of consultations and meetings organised for the 
needs of the interested public.

During 2019, the website had a further increase in the 
number of visits in comparison with the previous year, 
reaching a monthly average of 57,754 visitors.

Furthermore, in 2019 the National Foundation proceeded 
with its multi-annual continuity of providing information 
on the activities of CSOs in the European Union, and on the 
announcements of calls from the European Social Fund.

In addition to providing information on its website, the 
National Foundation also informs the interested public 
through e-mailing lists and by providing professional and 
technical support to the civilnodrustvo.hr portal.

The website www.financijskepodrške.hr was developed 
by the National Foundation as a platform which enables 
CSOs to send e-applications to published calls. 
Financijskepodrske.hr is a platform launched in order to 
connect in one place the grant givers and grant receivers 
at all stages of grant giving and the implementation of 
approved grants. In this way, all information related to 
the publication of calls, applications, results of the calls, 
and grant implementation is integrated. 
As a platform, financijskepodrske.hr not only offers 

administrative simplifications, but has also reduced 
large amounts of paper which were used in previous 
regular applications for the calls. This is an advantage 
both for the applicants and for the beneficiaries of 
Potpora_Plus, another online service of the National 
Foundation used by those giving grants to CSOs, which 
is directly connected with the use of the application 
system Financijskepodrske.hr.

The National Foundation also achieves efficiency of 
its activities by continuous investments into computer 
systems, support and training, both of target programme 
users and of its own employees.

The National Foundation continued to upgrade the 
Potpora_plus programme as a unique information system 
for monitoring financial grants, which in 2019 was used by 
8 state administration bodies and/or local and regional self-
government units, which have established some kind of 
grant giving for CSO projects and programmes (including 
the Ministry of Economy, Entrepreneurship and Crafts and 
the City of Zadar which started to use the module in 2019). 
In 2019, in this way a total of 1956 applications were received 
for various calls for which the funds were provided from 
public sources, which constitutes a 34% increase compared 
to the previous year.

In order to increase the efficiency of monitoring the implementation of projects financed 
from the European Social Fund, the National Foundation continued to develop the reporting 
platform ESF_Plus which provides for digitalisation of the review procedure for requests for 
reimbursement of funds.

Level 2 will make it possible to accelerate significantly the 
procedure of processing the beneficiaries’ requests for 
reimbursement of funds, as well as speed up their approval, 
and will thereby contribute to a faster disbursement of 
grants to beneficiaries. The application of certain fixed 
rates will contribute in the future to greater emphasis 
on the project content and indicators of performance, 

Use of simplified cost options
Simplified cost options reduce the administrative burden in 
the management of the European Social Fund and facilitate 

the use of grants for the beneficiaries. In 2019, simplified 
cost options were introduced in all three published calls: 

• “Community media” – support to social inclusion via the media – phase I – application of a fixed rate of 15%

• Strengthening business operations of social entrepreneurs – phase I – application of a fixed rate of up to 40%

• “Join – Active in retirement” – strengthening the capacities of CSOs to improve the possibilities of active participation        
and social inclusion of retired persons – application of a fixed rate of up to 40%

and in parallel will reduce the administrative burden of 
project implementation and monitoring. The application 
of simplified financing options reduces the administrative 
burden not only of the Intermediate Body Level 2, but of 
all project beneficiaries, and increases the share of work 
on the project content compared to the previous solely 
administrative tasks.

In 2019, the National Foundation made an additional step
